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A Word from Father Karney

Dear friends in Christ,

Usually in the morning | read the comic strip PEANUTS. Most of us are familiar with the characters. Even
after the death of Charles Schultz the "little people live on". The other day when Lucy said "good grief" the
words jumped out at me. ‘Good grief’ seems like a paradox. What could possibly be good about grief? |
have a friend who is a grief counselor for Hospice of Delaware. That, it seems to me, is a very sad and
challenging job. We usually relate grief to a sad experience or event. Death is a cause of grief. Divorces,
illnesses, failures, even recessions cause grief. It is far more likely that | receive a call when someone is
grieving. | must confess that to be with people who are grieving is, for me, both challenging and
heartbreaking. But, very often, if we can listen, God speaks to us in our sadness and grief.

So what about this ‘good grief’? What could possibly be good about it? Grief might be good because it
makes us aware of what we have lost. We get a greater appreciation of what we had and may in the future
work to make things better. Citing PEANUTS once more, Charlie Brown reflects on the saying that we learn
from our mistakes. Charlie muses that he must be the smartest person in the world because of all the things
that seem to happen to cause him grief. We also can learn from our grief and our mistakes.

The church teaches us a great deal about ‘good grief’. At funerals and other services the reader says "the
gospel of the Lord" when she/he finishes reading a passage from one of the four gospels. The word ‘gospel’
does not refer to the life of Jesus (although the gospels contain stories of His life and ministry). The word
gospel means ‘good news’. The good news is the story of God sending His Son to die for us - again hardly
good news unless we know the whole story. The good news is not just that He died, but also that He was
raised from the dead. The grief of His followers turned to ‘good grief’. It was so good that we now call what
seemed to be the worst day ‘Good’ Friday not ‘bad’ Friday. For Christians grief is ultimately good. The grief
we feel when life does not go the way we hope will be healed. The grief of separation from those we love is
temporary. For the person who believes in Christ, grief is good. God does not forsake us.

Episcopalian Notes

The Episcopal Church has three different clergy levels.
These levels are referred to as ‘orders’. It is from this
word that we derive the services of ordination.
Ordination simply means that different people are given
different levels of responsibility.

First order - Bishop: The word bishop is derived from
a greek word which means "overseer" . The twelve
apostles who followed Jesus were the first bishops.
According to the Gospel of John and the Book of Acts,
they received their ‘orders’ directly from Jesus. In the
Book of Acts the eleven apostles replaced Judas by
electing a follower of Jesus named Matthias. As the
church spread throughout the world more men were
selected to replace and supplement the work of the
apostles. This is called the apostolic succession.
Bishop Wright is in this line of succession. Bishops
may read the gospel, preach, celebrate Holy
Communion and baptize just as any clergy does. They
have, however, the sole authority to ordain others to be
bishops, priests and deacons. They are also the only
clergy who can bring people into full membership in the
church via confirmation.

Second order - Priests This order is by far the most
numerous of persons who are ordained. Early in his
ministry, St. Paul recognized that persons were needed
to lead the local churches. The persons selected were
usually older, more mature members of the local
congregation (hence the term ‘father’ came to be
commonly used to describe their role). Priests or
elders are able to read the gospel in a service, preach,
celebrate holy communion and baptize. They may not
confirm or ordain others.

Third order — Deacons: First mentioned in the Book
of Acts, deacons are to serve the church as needed.
The word deacon derives from a Greek word which
means ‘one who waits table’. Deacons may read the
gospel in service and preach when permitted by the
bishop. Very often the deacon prepares the altar for
Holy Communion. The categories of deacon include
transitional and vocational. Transitional deacons are
men or women who have felt called to the priesthood
and are observing the ancient tradition of the church of
service first followed by the gift of being a priest.
Vocational deacons are men and women who maintain
their place in the world but take on the tradition of
serving in the name of Christ to this broken world.
Sister Shelia will be ordained a transitional deacon in
late fall.

Camp EDGE brings children and adults closer to God by discovering that God is with them at all times, in all
places, and in all circumstances, always ready to help and guide them. The evening begins with a simple supper,
followed by a brief joint worship time, and then we split into age appropriate classes. Children travel to four
different stations; each will reinforce the daily message. The adults will be lead by Pastor Anna Waid and
Seminarian JoAnn Koskol. Background and reflection questions will introduce the relevant Bible text for the
evening, followed by group discussions and individual reflection. At the close of the evening, the entire group will
join together for an ending worship service in church. The daily offering will be given to Nets for Life, a program
that sponsors mosquito nets to combat the spread of malaria in Africa. (Over 3,000 children (the majority are pre-
school age) die daily in sub-Saharan Africa from malaria.)
